Sample chapters

If appropriate, you should begin at this early stage to think in terms of a supplement package, e.g. a teacher’s manual, student’s guide or software supplement.

Curriculum vitae

A curriculum vitae should contain details of all relevant teachings, research, industrial and professional experience, and list of all previous publications (Title and Publisher).
